Small Business Rate Relief (SBRR)
SBRR is a national discount scheme administered by councils. You have to apply for it, and in Knowsley, it’s estimated that there could be more than 500 businesses that could qualify but are not currently claiming it.

The scheme is funded by a supplement on the rates bills of those businesses with a rateable value of £18,000 or higher and other businesses who do not qualify for the relief. We build this supplement into the higher non domestic rating multiplier. 
You may be able to reduce your bill by half, depending on your Rateable Value (RV).

Here are the details of the scheme from 01 April 2010:
· SBRR may be backdated to 01 April 2007. Ratepayers have until 30 September 2010 to apply for backdated relief. The thresholds for relief between 01 April 2007 and 31 March 2010 are shown in brackets.
· The property must be the only non-domestic property you occupy in England – if you occupy more than one property, you may still qualify if the RV of the other property, or properties is less than £2,600 (£2,200) and the sum of all properties is less than £18,000 (£15,000).

· For properties with an RV of less than £6,000 (£5,000), the relief will be 50%. For those properties with an RV between £6,000 and £11,999 (£5,000 and £9,999), the relief will be calculated on a sliding scale.

· Properties with an RV between £12,000 and £17,999 (£10,000 and £14,999) will be eligible to pay on the lower multiplier.

· If you already receive the relief, and your rateable value still falls within the above thresholds, you do not need to reapply from 01 April 2010; we will award you the relief automatically.

· Unoccupied properties do not qualify for this relief.

· Ratepayers in receipt of mandatory charitable rate relief do not qualify for SBRR.
· We will deduct relief granted from your rates bill.

· Relief ends on the day eligibility ends (for example if the property is vacated or RV increases).
