Notes
1. Section 28 operated from the 1 September 1980 (the ‘appointed day’).
2. As from the appointed day in any district, a person shall not carry on the business of a hairdresser or barber unless registered by the council under this section, and as in subsection 3 below, shall not carry on that business on premises occupied by them unless they are registered.

3. Premises are not required to be registered under this section by reason only that they are occupied by a hairdresser for the purpose of attending to persons employed at those premises.

4. On application for registration, the council shall register the applicant and premises (if specified) and will issue a certificate of registration.

5. Any person who without reasonable excuse contravenes subsection 2 above, shall be guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £200.

6. The occupiers of premises registered under this section shall keep a copy of the certificate of registration of the premises and of any byelaws made by the council under section 77 of the Public Health Act 1961 displayed in the premises. If without reasonable excuse they fail to do so, they shall be guilty of an offence and liable on summary of conviction to a fine not exceeding £50 and to a daily fine not exceeding £5.
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
