egular school attendance is

important as it leads to good

levels of achievement, builds
self-confidence and shows a
potential employer that a young
person is reliable.

School attendance is a priority in
Knowsley. Children should be
encouraged to attend as much as
possible —a good level of attendance
in school is over 95%.

90% attendance may appear to be
positive but it is the equivalent of
having half a day off every week.

90% attendance over the school year
will equate to four whole weeks of
lessons MISSED!!!

A change to the school holiday policy
came into effect on 31 August. Only
five days leave may be authorised
during term-time for holidays or in
exceptional circumstances. This is not
an automatic entitlement.

Applications for holidays during
term-time must be made in writing

to the head teacher/principal at least
four working weeks prior to the
requested start of the holiday. A form
can be obtained from the school office.

Each application will be considered on
its own merits, including the impact
on the pupil’s education, their overall
attendance pattern and whether tests
or examinations are taking place in
the lead up to and during the period
of absence.

Parents are also reminded that
allowing your child to be absent from
school for holidays and other similar
reasons are unacceptable and are
known as unauthorised absence.
Continued unauthorised absence can
lead to prosecution.

Better attendance by
pupils at school improves their
educational achievements and,
in turn, their lives and prospects.
We are working hard to reduce
school absenteeism, so that
pupils can receive a greater

benefit from their education.

I would encourage pupils, and
their parents, to give school
attendance 100%.

Illegal tobacco might not

sound like such a big

deal, but for many people
living in Knowsley, it’s a

real burning issue.

Taking illegal

tobacco off
our streets

ar from being a victimless crime,

the illegal tobacco trade makes it

easier for children to start
smoking, takes advantage of cash-
strapped families, and helps fund
organised crime.

A recent survey amongst young people
for Trading Standards North West
highlighted:

e Over 8,000 teenagers aged 14 to 17
admitted buying fake cigarettes last
year in the north west.

* Nearly one in five (19%) bought
from street sellers, vans, neighbours
or private houses.

* 60% had bought packs of cigarettes
with health warnings in a foreign
language.

e Up to 50% said they had bought
fake cigarettes.

Responding to these findings and
public concern, Knowsley Council is
supporting the ‘Get Some Answers’
campaign, launched by Smokefree
North West.

The council has a dedicated Tobacco
Control Enforcement Officer to tackle
the problem of illegal cigarettes. In the
last three years, we have worked in
partnership with HM Revenue &
Customs and Merseyside Police,
resulting in the seizure of over

300,000 illegal cigarettes and 104 kilos
of hand-rolled tobacco from the streets
of Knowsley.

Illegal tobacco is easily available and cheap, making
it one of the main reasons why children and young
people are able to start smoking. Buying illegal tobacco
is not a victimless crime — it not only impacts on the
health of the community, but also on legitimate local
business. This campaign helps highlight the issue and
ask residents to stop and think about where their cheap
tobacco originally comes from, even if they think they’re
buying from a trusted source.

These are known as protected
characteristics.

Hate crime includes name calling,
verbal abuse, bullying, harassment,
spitting, physical attacks, damage to
property, graffiti, written notes, emails
and text messages.
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From October, a new law comes into
effect offering protection for not only
victims, but also those who are associated
with someone who has a protected
characteristic, for example, if you are
harassed because your son is gay.
