NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Knowsley Metropolitan Borough Council (“the Council”) on 30th September 2025 made the above-named experimental traffic regulation order (“the Order”) under Sections 1, 2, 4, 9 to 13A, 19, 32, 35, 45, 46, 47 53 and 124 and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the 1984 Act”) as amended and the Traffic Management Act 2004 which comes into operation on 10th October 2025.
The effect of the Order is to provide on an experimental basis a traffic regulation order to provide for a Permit Parking Area (permit holders parking only) on the following areas and lengths of road in Prescot, Knowsley so that parked vehicles must display a valid parking permit Monday to Saturday, between the hours of 10am to 3pm on the following lengths of road :-

· Speakman Way, Prescot – for its entire length

· Layton Way, Prescot – for its entire length

· Kenneth Close, Prescot – for its entire length

Parking permits are to be issued to the properties listed in Schedule Three of the Order to permit parking in the roads described above where applicable.

The 2015 Order will be amended for the duration of the Order by the revocation of the Map Tiles specified in Schedule 1 and the insertion and addition of the Map Tiles specified in Schedules 2 and 3.
A copy of the Order, a plan showing the parts of the highway and areas affected by the Order, a copy of the Map Schedules’ and a statement of the Council's reasons for making the Order may be inspected free of charge on the Council’s website at;

This experimental traffic regulation Order shall continue in force for a period not exceeding 18 months and the Council will be considering in due course whether or not the provisions of the Order should be continued in force indefinitely. Within a period of 6 months beginning with the day on which the experimental Order came into force, or if the Order is varied by another order or modified pursuant to section 10(2) of the 1984 Act beginning with the day on which the variation or modification or the latest variation or modification came into force, any person may object to the making of an order for the purpose of such indefinite continuation.
